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Tthe Claplain Wites

Dear Saints,

There is nothing that can cause depression to raise its ugly head in the life of a
priest more than a Church where no Baptisms take place and where Confirmations
seem to be a distant dream. Well, my first couple of years in our parish were a
fertile ground for depression, that is, if one's mental well-being is linked to
church rituals/sacraments like Baptism and Confirmations. I do not want to make
light of this; however, it has been our reality as a community from early 2022 to
late 2024 that these fundamental sacraments have not been part of our communal
experience.

So what does a parish do in situations like ours? I think we embraced the
Scripture by not despairing, but to heed the words of the prophet Micah: "God
has shown you, oh human, what is good, and what does God require from you, but to
do justice, love mercy and walk humbly with your God".

We ask ourselves, as a community and as individuals, has God been good to us?
Reflecting on our lives, we can only reply, 'Yes, God has been good to us, and we
are learning from God's goodness to be good to others.' Seeking to do good in the
power of the Holy Spirit and praying for God's goodness to be copied by all of us
as we live our lives. We also seek to understand what justice is in this complex and
interconnected world we live in and to show it in the decisions and choices we
make. We also strive to walk humbly with our God, both as individuals and as a
community. Creating opportunities fo worship God in our homes and as a collective
online, in our Chapel and in our play and work in activities like the Summer Teas,
the Castle Fair, Passover meal, Lenten Programmes, and just having fellowship with
each other. Continuously reaching out to others in what we do and how we do it.

This refusal to succumb to despair and trusting in the goodness of God seems to
be bearing fruit in our community. In October 2024, we held our first Baptism,
followed by a second Baptism in November 2024. The parish presented two
candidates for confirmation at the Archdeaconry Confirmation Service, which
took place in November 2024. In July 2025, we were further blessed with two
infant baptisms. In October 2025, we will have our fifth Baptism. We will also be
presenting a candidate at the November Confirmations in The Hague.

God's goodness to us as a community is further evident in the fact that we have
been blessed with two weddings in August 2025 and September 2025,
respectively. Both relatively young couples are active in the life of our community.
God is truly at work in our midst. We can feel it, we can see it, and we anticipate
more tangible evidence of this work of the Spirit in our midst.

As we dedicate ourselves once more, both as individuals and as a Church, to God
during our Dedication Festival, let us continue to humbly walk with God and become
beacons of the light of Christ, which has come into our world and dwells in us.

"While cherishing our traditions, we see the need for
change” - We always see the need for change, but alter
anything at your peril.

"We have a large range of church groups” - You will have to
run an extensive range of church groups singlehandedly.

The Castle Fair is hard work. The Organising Committee

begins planning for the next Fair shortly after the previous

one, books stallholders, orders stalls and toilets, arranges

Weldam Castle, parking, musicians, and dancers, prints

posters and flyers, and does much more. After all these
ears of successful Fairs, it's a lean machine, but it still is
ard work.

And all the parishioners who bake the cakes, make the jams
and handicrafts, all the volunteers who help spreading the
flyers and help dress up the stalls, help selling the cakes and
the jams, help washing the dishes, help hosting visitors to
our Chapel and help collecting the monies at the end of the
Fair, clearing the Castle grounds after the Fair and do so
much more. It is hard work.

The Castle Fair is a significant investment. The rental of the
stalls and toilets, the dancers and some of the musicians,
the parking guards, the tables, chairs, and parasols for the
terrace, the posters, flyers, and so much more, all need to
be paid up front. Hoping for a good return on the day of the
Fair. It's a significant investment.

The Castle Fair is a financial risk. If it rains on the day of
the Fair, visitors will not come, sit in the Tearoom for
coffee and homemade cakes, or buy homemade jams and
handicrafts. If it rains, the church will not recoup its
investment and may lose out. It's a financial risk.

There was talk after last year's Fair about whether all the
hard work and investment were worth the risk. Some even
suggested not to have the Fair, but to ask parishioners for a
one-off extra financial contribution instead. Then we
wouldn't have the risk of losing the investment, and our
ageing parishioners and volunteers would not have to do the
hard work.

But the Fair is not just about raising funds for the church
and its charities.

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St. Mary's Chapel and the Fair 2025.

Like in previous years, St. Mary's Chapel was open for visitors
during the recent Fair, and again quite a lot of people came, to
see the Chapel, to learn about its history and current function,
to find about the Anglican Church in the Twente region, to sit
quietly and contemplate, or to enjoy the music that was
performed by a few musicians throughout the day.

It is interesting to hear the various reactions of people
visi’rina the Chapel. For some, it is a "discovery”; they had
never heard of Weldam Castle before. They were also unaware
of its beautiful Chapel. Some are even more amazed about a
living Anglican Church community “in the middle of howhere".
For others, it brings back memories of a funeral or a wedding
service, for some of them a long time ago, for others in more
recent times. And for another group of people, it is a joy to
find that, on this particular day, the Chapel is open to visitors,
because, as many of them say, "we have been here on our bikes
very often, but the Chapel is always closed”. A "Frequently
Asked Question” concerns the texts on the walls, which are in
Dutch: “If this is an English-speaking church, why are those
texts in Dutch?”

You will understand that all this gives the hosts ample
opportunity to share information and tell stories. Most people
listen to that with great interest. On the other hand, some
visitors don't like to be “disturbed” and prefer quiet moments
to themselves in the Chapel; they are also very welcome.

There were also some musical activities during the day. A lady
was playing the flute, accompanied by the organist; they gave a
short concert twice. They played beautiful music by a number
of composers from the time of J.S. Bach:; it sounded very nice
in the Chapel and was much appreciated. Apart from that, a
lady was playing the harp, kind of background music, almost all
day. She mainly played Irish-sounding music, with a melancholic
nature at times, but it suited the Chapel very well. Tt did,
however, sometimes conflict a little bit with the continuous
stream of visitors, some of whom wanted to listen to what
they thought was a (harp-)concert. In contrast, others at the
same time wanted to learn about the Chapel, etc. The hosts
tried to serve all types of visitors, the best way they could.

Counting the number of visitors on such a day is a challenging

task, as people come and go throughout the day. However, we

did our very best and are reasonably sure that at least 125

Continuing the Celebration!

From October 6th to 13th this year, many people around the
world will be celebrating the Jewish festival of Tabernacles, also
known as Sukkot. They will celebrate the Harvest, and also
remember God bringing the Israelites out of Egypt and through
40 years in the desert.

The biblical book of Deuteronomy contains a description of what
Tabernacles should have been like back then. "Celebrate... for
seven days. Be joyful... you, your sons and daughters, your male
and female servants, and the Levites, the foreigners, the
fatherless and the widows who live in your towns."

These festivals were not just a celebration, but also an
expression of gratitude to God: “celebrate the festival to

the Lord your God...For the Lord your God will bless you in all your
Harvest and in all the work of your hands, and your joy will be
complete.” Tabernacles was a proper holiday, with two whole days
off from regular work and seven days of feasting.

Farming looks very different today. Very few of us have had to
sweat long hours over crops, so we're hot as ready for (or
deserving of) a rest and a party as our ancestors were at this
time of year. That might be even more the case in future, as the
agri-tech revolution unfolds. For example, small autonomous
tractors are already becoming available that do less damage to
the soil and make better use of steep or oddly shaped fields.

Many arable farms already hire contractors to perform routine
work with large, specialist GPS-equipped machinery. In future
Kear's, those people might find themselves using very different

inds of high-tech equipment, acting more as land-management
advisors, helping farmers gather data and find ways to improve
soil quality, biodiversity, and the water cycle.

I'm very grateful for the food that arrives on my shelves.
Instead of worrying about whether or not we earned it, our
modern-day Tabernacles or Harvest celebration could include
ways of encouraging those involved in agriculture and developing
new agricultural technologies, as well as enjoying how we can learn
about and benefit from God's creation through Science.

So, after you celebrate Harvest at church, why not follow it up
with a trip to a local farm this month? Why not learn from the
ancient Israelites, and follow it up with a meal together? It
stands to reason that those of us who live in countries where
food is plentiful and cheap could do with being proportionately
more generous in our gratitude and giving. Should we throw
better parties? Probably!
